As we are now halfway through the academic year, we are keen as a Parents Association to update 
you all with the things we have been working on and also to update you all on some of our future 
plans. 
 
You will have seen in the recent school newsletter that the minibus we donated to has now been 
purchased and this will be used by many of the pupils for sports fixtures and trips. In addition to 
this we made a donation of £10,000 before Christmas for the IT department to purchase two new 
small switches, these enable the connection of devices on the school network. 
 
Whilst the staff continue to work miracles with the budgets they have, there are of course many 
items that the various departments would love to be in a position to purchase to further enhance 
our children’s educational experience. With this in mind we have requested a smaller item wish 
list from the staff and would love to be in a position to award some of these amounts to various 
departments.  
 
In order to do this, we are looking at two new sources of fundraising and the main purpose of this 
letter is to gain some feedback from you as parents on these ideas and what you feel you can 
support. As a Parent Association we are quite a small team so we need to focus our time and 
effort on activities that will raise money. 
 
Firstly, we are looking to hold a Boot Sale on the school grounds at the end of April and at this 
point we are looking to get an idea on how many people would be interested in taking a pitch if 
we take this idea forward. We would ask each stall holder to pay a pitch fee and then revenue 
taken is yours to keep. 
 
Our second idea is to start a Club 200 School Lottery. Anyone wishing to take part would sign up 
for a fixed period at a cost to be determined and be given a number. We would hold a monthly 
draw with part of the revenue being used for three cash prizes and the remainder going to the 
Parent Association for school projects.
