RE: Year 13 Biology students — Residential Field trip, Juniper Hall, 26" November — 28" November 2025

The Science Department is organising an Ecology Fieldwork Trip at one of the Field Studies Centre (FSC),
Juniper Hall in Dorking for students in Year 13 studying A Level Biology.

The 3-day educational residential course offers an invaluable opportunity for students to undertake
ecological investigations in a variety of inspiring habitats and complete relevant required practicals. Students
will investigate biodiversity within an ecosystem, population dynamics and ecosystem management. They
will develop their practical skills, use of apparatus and techniques, and deepen their understanding of the
ecological syllabus content and synoptic links through first-hand experience. These skills and content are
assessed in the AQA A Level Biology exams students will sit in May/June 2025. It is for this reason your
child’s attendance, although not compulsory, is strongly encouraged.

Students will be departing on coach from Southend High School for Boys at 10.00am on Wednesday 26"
November. It is anticipated that students will return to school at approximately 2.30pm on Friday 28"
November, though this will be traffic dependent.

The total cost of this visit is expected to be £322.00; this includes transport and food whilst at the centre
(hot breakfast and evening meals and a packed lunch). The exact figure may vary slightly. We will
communicate any variance with this value to you once all numbers have been provided to the Tour Provider
and they have been able to confirm the final figure. This will be collected in instalments as per the schedule
shown below:

Instalment 1: £140.00, due by 25" June 2025
Instalment 2: £182.00, due by 10" September 2025 (Please note that this payment may change, and the
exact cost will be communicated in the new academic year)

We have secured 30 places on this trip, and these will be offered on a first-come first-served basis in terms of
payments received. The option to make a payment will on Wisepay, with the first instalment payment
deadline, as stated above, of Wednesday 25 June 2025.

We appreciate, that at this stage your child may or may not continue with Biology as an A level subject into
Year 13. Therefore, a full refund will be given if your child does not continue with this subject into year 13.
Please note that a refund option will not be given to any student who does go on to study A2 Biology (Year
13), but who then subsequently drops the subject.
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Should you have any concerns about making the payment due, or if you believe your child is eligible for
bursary funding, please contact Finance@shsb.org.uk at your earliest opportunity.

Information regarding bursaries, is available on the school’s website under Sixth form/life in the Sixth
form/16-19 Bursary.

Please be aware that, once this booking is confirmed, the company’s cancellation policy applies. Should your
child wish to withdraw from the trip at any stage going forward, having confirmed Biology as an option, this
policy will dictate the level of refund possible.
