The Quotation Bank GCSE Workshop – Monday 15 December 2025  

 
I am delighted to invite your son to participate in an English Department event at SHSB – “The Quotation Bank” 
GCSE Workshop on Monday 15 December 2025. 
 
This event (exclusively for Year 11 pupils) will afford those participating the opportunity to experience the 
expertise of a Quotation Bank educator, in a workshop setting here at SHSB. As you may know, The Quotation 
Bank is an organisation, led by subject specialists, that has compiled text-specific guides to GCSE Literature 
texts.
