• 11:30 - 13:30 Session 2 on your chosen subject. 
• Do not go into the main building as we are only allowed in the play area in front of the Sixth Form 

Block and the Languages block. Art students will be guided to their rooms. 
• You are expected to remain on site during the day. However, if you wish to leave before the end of 

the day, you must inform your teacher and report to the Language Building base to sign out. 
• Students must leave the site as soon as the sessions end – there is no need to sign out at the end of 

the day. 
• No school uniform is required. 
• You will need to bring pens/pencils/any other stationery you require for making notes.
